Most Wanted/Missing Mineral Project

wAnted:
Be on the lookout for a highly armed and dangerous mineral that has escaped from the “Law.”

As sheriff of the town, your job is to warn and protect your citizens by creating a detailed “Most Wanted” poster to be displayed throughout the local school.  In order for your citizens to have all the correct information on the wanted fugitive, you must provide an accurate and neat description of the wanted mineral.  This poster will include a detailed colored drawing of the mineral along with what kind of disguise the fugitive might be using to avoid capture.  At the bottom of your poster, you must include the minerals streak color when streaked across a ceramic tile, the minerals color or different colors it can be found as, luster, hardness (the number on Mohs hardness scale and what it can be scratched with), and a creative detailed description of the mineral INCLUDING the above 4 properties and THREE COMMON USES for the mineral.  An alternative is to create a “Missing Minerals” poster with all the same requirements.  Remember, be as creative as possible.  
Each student will have a chance to pick the mineral they would like to research by signing up on the sheet that will be passed around the class.  Once you have selected your mineral and I have approved, you will then use the books provided and or the computers to research the information about your fugitive/missing mineral.  Below you will find space to write all your information before making your “Most Wanted” poster.  Don’t forget to include the minerals name along with a made up first or last name to go at the top of your poster, for example, Jessie “The Graphite” James.

3. When streaked across a ceramic tile (streak plate), what color does your mineral leave?
4. What is your minerals luster? (metallic, submetallic, or nonmetallic; use your notes)
5. On Mohs Hardness Scale, what is the mineral’s number and what can it be scratched by?  Once you have found the mineral’s number, you can visit http://www.amfed.org/t_mohs.htm
to find the object it can be scratched by.  
6. Name three common uses for your mineral.

7. Interesting information about the mineral you chose. 

Finally, write a creative description about your mineral that includes ALL the information from the 7 questions above.  Please refer to the sample provided to get a good idea of the type of creative description.

DESCRIPTION
